Who will take care of me?
Namtip is a 14 year old girl. Her

father died of AIDS when she was 4
years old, and the mother died some
years later. Namtip then moved to live
with her grandmother.

Namtip has managed school well and
enjoys going to school. But during the
last couple of years Namtip looked
more and more sad and unhappy. No
smile and some troubled eyes.

It turned out that the whole situation
became more and more difficult for the
grandmother to handle. She therefore
tried to persuade Namtip to stop going
to school and to start working and
earning some money.

AIDS Care tried to find other family
members who would take care of Namtip, but
none were interested.

 Together with Namtips family and her
schoolteacher, AIDS Care contacted a boarding
school in Lampoon.

This school takes care of children who has
no-one else to care for them. After several
contacts the school accepted to take Namtip in
and have her living there and go to school.

AIDS Care in Burma

New children in Mae Hong Son

A SHAN village in the Lashio area

Together with a missionary friend, AIDS
Care were on a trip into the Shan state in
Burma in April. Here is a report from the
trip::

In the Lashio area of Northern Shan State,
Toi, Lee and I did a three day seminar going
through the book of Galatians.

During our time there we learnt of some
horrendous accounts regarding AIDS
sufferers. On one occasion, two people who
had AIDS were taken to the edge of the
village and just literally left to die.

On another occasion also in the same
village, when someone died of AIDS the folk
in the village were so scared to touch the
body or have anything to with it that they
somehow attached a rope around the neck of
the corpse and dragged it to a site in the
forest where it was cremated.

I spoke to a church leader’s wife who I
have known for some time and she told me
about someone else who had died of AIDS. I
asked her whether she had ever visited the
lady and she responded, “Oh no, we were all
so scared.”

Toi had opportunity to share with this lady
and we are trying to link her up with a lady
we know (the church leader’s wife also knows
her already) in Lashio who heads up an
orphanage ministry that has had some
experience with AIDS.

Toi will make another trip to Lashio
hopefully in November.

Ta Lam
Born 27.11.2004
Mother died of AIDS.
Father has remarried and
pays Ta Lam a visit now
and then. Ta Lam lives
with grandparents.

Kung
Birthday: Unknown
Mother and Father already died of
AIDS
Lives with grandmother. Kung's
older sister died of AIDS in 2007.
Kung is HIV+ but does not get the
treatment she needs. The family are
very poor.

Daet
Born 25.10.1997
Mother and Father have died of
AIDS
Daet lives with his grandmother
together with his younger HIV+
sister.
Daet's youngest sister died of
AIDS in 2007
