Mae Hong Son is a town close to the
Burmese/Thailand border. The town is a
popular among tourist, mainly due to the
presence of people from the "Long Neck
Karen" tribe.

AIDS Care is working together with a
small church in the Napajat village. The
church was established appr. 20 years ago,
but was for many years a dying church with
only 2-3 Christians left.

Today it is a Church with 40-45 faithful
Christians. One of these are Toi who is
daughter of one of the founders of the
Church. Toi has for many years had a heart
for helping people with AIDS, but she has
not had the financial means for a ministry.

In cooperation with Andrew and Shoona
Goodman, missionaries from OMF, and the
Napajat church, AIDS Care has decided to
help with establishing an AIDS Care
