AIDS Care’s Teenage Program Has Started

Bunsin bonding with the teenagers.

Every Saturday Bunsin drives from
Chiang Mai to Doi Law, and, of course, we
cover his expenses.

But we are convinced that it is a good use
of  that money.

Towards the end of  September we
visited AIDS Care in Doi Law and at
that time we realized that many of the
children we are sponsoring are no
longer children; they are teenagers.

We had to recognize that the time
had come to replace the traditional Sunday
school classes with a more age appropriate
teenage program and a more thorough
teaching of the Bible.

So we made an agreement with Pastor
Bunsin, who is a minister in a church in
Chiang Mai. Bunsin has been used as a teacher
on many camps for children and teenagers.

His conduct and teaching style is very
popular with young people – and he even
sings and plays the guitar quite extraordinarily
well.

We were present the first Saturday Bunsin
was teaching, and we were very impressed.
Right from the beginning he had the young-
sters in the palm of his hand.



In October, AIDS Care and the church in
Napajat held a camp for children where
approximately 50 children attended.

The children learned about the Bible and
about AIDS.

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AIDS Care in Burma/Shan state

In November 2008, Toi, AIDS Care’s
project leader in Mae Hong Son, went on
another trip to Burma.

Just as last time, her destination was dif-
ferent villages and churches in the Shan State.
This time Toi visited three different villages in
order to, among other things, teach about
AIDS.

This was the first time that the people in
two of the villages had ever learned about
AIDS.

In one village, two married couples had
died of AIDS, and both families had two
children who are now orphans. Unfortu-
nately, these families lived so far out in the
jungle that it was impossible for Toi to visit
them.

Toi talked with the members of the local
church. Because of AIDS, they had been too
scared to visit the two families.

The local church leader believed that it
was because of their sins that they had died
of  AIDS.

Toi taught the church about AIDS and
encouraged the members to visit the families
inflicted with AIDS.

In the other village, which we visited last
time, Toi has asked a married couple to be
the local AIDS Care helpers.

The helper that Toi had found during her
last visit had disappeared. No one knows
where she is – most probably she has fled
out into the jungle and tries to survive there.
Her husband died of AIDS two years ago.

AIDS Care plans a new trip to Burma in
April 2009 to follow up on the situation.

We see it as a very positive thing
that the adults get together in this
way – they all have the same chal-
lenges to fight.

We talked with some of the
adults and asked them about their
thoughts on the work that AIDS
Care does.

The answer was unambiguous:
“We hope that you will continue here for many years.
You help us so our children can go to school and you
help us raise them well. Your being Christians is
absolutely no problem.”
