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The first time we met Daeng Moo was at the
hospital in Mae Hong Son about two years ago. She
was ill and doing very badly.

She was starting taking life-extending AIDS
medicine, and she did not know how she was going
to be able to work in order to get food for her son.

Toi, AIDS Care’s project leader, took care of
Daeng Moo during her stay at the hospital and her
son was enrolled in the AIDS Care project.

Coming home from hospital it soon became
clear that Daeng Moo was not able to work. AIDS
Care decided to support Daeng Moo with money
for food and other essentials for three months.

After those three months Daeng Moo’s health
had so improved that she was able to work and
support herself. Her son is still receiving support
from AIDS Care for his schooling.

Daeng Moo became a Christian and in Decem-
ber 2009 she was baptised.

In January 2010 Daeng Moo started as a local
volunteer for AIDS Care in her area.

A new life and a new future for Daeng Moo
have started.

The Christmas party took place in the house
in Mae Hong Son, and there were presents,
songs, games and food for everybody.

For most of those participating this was the
first time they celebrated Christmas in the name
of  Jesus.

Doors and Windows for Pi
In our Newsletter from October 2009 we

told the story of Pi, a fourteen-year old boy
who on his own had to take care of his ma-
ternal grandmother, his old great-grandmo-
ther and his paternal grandmother, who was
dying of AIDS.

This grandmother is
now dead and Pi lives
alone in her house. This
way he is closer to both
his other grandmother
and great-grandmother

But the house that Pi
lives in has no doors or
windows, so he is constantly afraid that
someone will enter the house and take what
little he has of value.

AIDS Care has now offered to pay so Pi
can get doors and windows in his house so
he can lock it up when he goes to school.

Thank you for your help towards these
expenses.

AIDS Care has employed a new co-worker
for the work in Doi Law.

Naung On, 34, is a trained kindergarten
teacher from Chiang Mai University. For many
years she has worked at Agape Home where she
was responsible for teaching pre-school children.

On 1 March 2010 Naung On starts in AIDS
Care and will, among other things, be in charge
of the teaching of the smaller children in AIDS
Care Doi Law.

AIDS Care has also employed Rodjana
part-time. She will be responsible for the three
volunteers in Doi Law and for the home visits.
For the past two months, Rodjana has been in
charge of the card project.

Oy is a new local volunteer for AIDS Care
in Doi Law. From several years of work with
doctors and at hospitals, Oy has a lot of expe-
rience with the AIDS work.

Together with our local volunteers in Doi
Law, Oy and Naung On will continually be visi-
ting families with AIDS in the area.

Doi Law now has a new and strong leader
team: Naung On, Rodjana and Bunsin (the pa-
stor who teaches the teenagers).

Please pray for the new leader team in Doi
Law.
